 NARRATIVE 1 

On final for ILS 9C in ORD, around EZELL, the ILS GS went full deflection down then oscillated between full and 
half deflection down for about 5‐10 seconds. It appeared an aircraft were crossing 9C at Z during this time. 
After the aircraft presumably finished crossing, the GS returned to normal and we were now low on the 
approach. As I (PF) was correcting for the GS issue, the PAPIs came into view and showed 3 red. I quickly 
returned to the true GS, and no other issues encountered during the flight. Later that day, I landed 9C again. 
This time an aircraft crossed at FF and we experienced no GS oscillation. If this is a known issue, maybe add a 
note on the 10‐7 to expect GS oscillation? 

 SYNOPSIS 

Air carrier pilot reported ORD ILS 09C glideslope oscillated when a taxiing aircraft crossed the runway at 
Taxiway Z resulting in them flying below the glidepath.
