 NARRATIVE 1 

While taxiing out for departure in Newark, aircrew given taxi A10 short of Foxtrot. While holding short of 
Foxtrot on A10 aircrew given taxi instructions from Ground. Tried to start taxi roll but aircraft would not move 
with both engines at 45% N1. We called Maintenance suspecting an issue with the parking brake. After 
working with Maintenance, they concluded that the airplane was fine and that we were most likely stuck in a 
rut in the taxiway. They recommended trying to power up a little more to break the main wheels free from the 
rut in taxiway. Called Ramp to clear the area behind us and receive clearance for a higher thrust breakaway. 
The aircraft finally broke free of the rut with both engines at 65% N1. Aircraft continued taxiing without 
further issue. 

 SYNOPSIS 

Air carrier Captain reported the aircraft got stuck in a rut in taxiway A10 at EWR and the flight crew needed to 
use breakaway thrust to get out of the rut.
