NARRATIVE 1

RJAW has a combination of information regarding whether it is open or closed or available at certain times
depending on where you look. The Jepps 10-7 says one thing, the NOTAMs say something different, and the
airport database says something different. It would be helpful if the resources we use could share the same
information. While it is fairly clear that we could go there any time of day or night in an emergency, there is
some question if that is the same thing as using it as an Intermediate Airport (1A) (60 minutes). Additionally
there also seems to be some confusion about whether the ATC being open is the same thing as the airport
being open. The black and white company NOTAM is apparently not black and white enough.

NARRATIVE 2

Release 1 was a non-ETOPS flight plan listing RIAW as an Intermediate Airport (IA). The company NOTAMs
showed RJAW airport to be open during our flight. The most recent RJAW 10-7 had changed the airport hours
to close much earlier. According to the 10-7 RJAW airport would be closed during our flight. Dispatch was
called on the SAT phone, the Dispatcher confirmed the inconsistencies. He offered to change us to an ETOPS
flight and we accepted this change with Release 2.

SYNOPSIS

Air carrier Captain and Dispatcher reported the operating hours of RIAW Airport are inconsistent and differ
across Jeppesen, NOTAMs, and the airport database.
